By 1935, economy is , but not rapidly enough
Unemployment remains
FDR wins re-election in 1936 — begins
New Government Programs
WPA - ; public works programs — largest New Deal agency
. — Provided pensions / aid for elderly, unemployed, families with children
New Government Programs
NYA — National Administration — created to provide education for young people
REA — Rural Administration
Labor Relations
FDR sought to defend workers unions
— aka, (National Labor Relations Act)- protects rights of workers to join unions
and use bargaining
Growth of AFL, CIO under Roosevelt

Eleanor Roosevelt is important figure in program
First woman in cabinet, , as Sec. of Labor
Working women by unemployed men

. Mothers struggle to hold families together
New Deal and African Americans
